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This lesson is used by permission from Truth for Children with the understanding that we reproduce it word
for word. Leaders and teams are free to condense the lesson on the field as needed.

1. Read the scripture aloud - Matt. 4:18-22

2.In this story the Lord Jesus Christ is walking by the sea called the Sea of Galilee. He comes
to two brothers, one named Peter and the other Andrew. They were casting a net into the sea,
because they were fishermen. Everybody stand up and pretend you are casting your nets into the sea.

3. The Lord said to the two men, “Follow me, and | will make you fishers of men.” Did they do
what he said and followed Him? Yes they did! The two brothers immediately dropped their
nets, completely abandoned them, and followed Him. Now pretend to drop your nets and run in
place.

4. The Lord and the two men, Peter and Andrew, walked on a little further by the sea, and they
saw two more men, also brothers. One brother was named James and the other was named
John. They were fishermen also. They were in their father’s boat where they were mending
their fishing nets. Jesus called them to follow Him. What do you think they did? Do you think
they followed Him too? Yes they did! The Bible tells us they immediately left the ship and their
father, and followed Him. The Lord Jesus Christ has a powerful calll Everybody pretend you are
fixing your fishing nets. Now put them down and run in place after Jesus. Good job. Everybody sit down.

5. Isn’t it amazing?!ll The call of our Lord is so powerful that just by Him calling their name, they
left everything (their jobs, their family, their friends - ALL of it) and followed Him. From that day
on, these men were Christ’'s men. They were men chosen of God and appointed as Christ’s
fishermen. When Christ called them He told them they were no longer going to cast their nets
for fish. He was going to make them fishers of men.

6. Only God has that kind of power. Can you do that? What if someone who you had never
seen before walked up to you and they said, “Jackson, follow me?” Would you do it? You
wouldn’t if he was just a regular man; but this was not a regular man. This man was the Son of
God! When the Son of God commands you to follow Him, do you think you can say “No”? You
can’t say “No,” and you won’t want to!

7. How many of you have been fishing? What are some things you have to know in order to
catch fish? You have to know where the fish are. You have to know how fish act. You have to
have a net to catch them with. How you catch fish is a picture of how God draws His people to
Himself.

8. How many of you have seen a net before? (Hold up the net or the photo of a cast net
provided). This is a fishing net, also called a cast net. It is in the shape of a circle or square,
and it has small weights distributed around its edge.

9. Casting a net is a skill that must be learned. Someone has to teach you to cast it correctly in
order to catch fish. As you can see in this picture the net is cast or thrown by hand in such a
manner that it spreads out flat on the water and sinks. Fish are caught as the net is hauled
back in. This simple device has been in use for thousands of years. This is a small net but in
these pictures you can see that nets can be really large and can be used to catch a LOT of
fish.

10. What happens after the net in thrown into the water? How does it catch fish? First you have
to know where the fish are. You then cast the net over them and the fish swim into it, become
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tangled and cannot get out. The fisherman then pulls the net back into the shore or boat and
the fish are caught.

11. The Lord Jesus told these men He was going to make them fishers of men. What do you
think this means? Does that mean He was going to have them go where men are and throw a
net over them? No! This is just a story to demonstrate to us how the Lord uses men of His own
choosing (HIS fishermen) to tell sinners how they are saved from their sins.

12. This message of salvation is called the Gospel and it is Christ’s net. This message is the
net He uses to draw His people to Himself. The Lord Jesus Christ came to this earth, fulfilled
all the laws of God, and shed his own blood for His people’s sins. This message is the Gospel.
The message is good news, and God commanded his preachers (His fishermen) to declare
this message throughout all the world. At the Lord’s command we cast the net of the gospel
out into all the world and He fills it with His fish. Where ever God sends his pastors to preach
the gospel, it is like a fisherman casting his net, and God fills the net with His people and He
draws His people safely to Him. What a beautiful illustration of his grace and mercy!

8. Where can you find what God says about the gospel?

- Tell the account of the disciples fishing with Jesus in simple story form or read from a children’s bible.
- Ask 3-4 of the simpler discussion questions.

e CRAFT -
Make a fishing pole and catch fish! « Scissors, staplers, rulers, hole punches
« Cut out fish templates - 127 pieces of dowel Y2 inch dowel, one per person
- Attach a paper clip to the front of each fish, (or wide kebab sticks with the sharp ends cut off)
tape in place - Fish templates on colored cardstock, six fish per child
- Tie or tape magnet to one end of the string - Paper clips, about 6 per child
- Tie the other end of the string to the end of the stick + Magnets
- Go fishing! - Sturdy string, about 3 feet per person
« Tape
- (optional) Wiggly eyes and other decorations for fish

 Precut fish
- Attach magnets to string before club

e GAME -

Teams race to catch all their fish. - Several fishing poles (see craft)
- 100 fish with paper-clips (see craft)
« Rope or tape for game boundaries

- Divide group into several smaller teams

« Teams line up behind rope

- Divide the fish equally among teams and set in piles across the play area from the teams (in a bucket perhaps)

» The first player from each team holds the fishing pole, runs to the fish, catches a fish, returns to his team and hands the
pole to the next player

This relay continues until all of the fish are caught and the players have returned to their line

- Play relay with the paper fish only, no fishing poles
- Make extra sets of fish for the relay rather than using the kid’s fish from their art project

1. Leer la Escritura en voz alta - Mat. 4:18-22.

Fueron echaban la red en el
mar, porque eran pescadores.

3. El Sefior dijo a los dos hombres, "Siganme, y yo los haré pescadores de hombres." Did
hacen lo que decia y siguieron a JesUs? Si lo hizo! Los dos hermanos inmediatamente deja-
ron sus redes, completamente abandonado, y lo siguieron.

Ahora pretende soltar sus redes y ejecutar en su lugar.

4. El Sefior y los dos hombres, Pedro y Andrés, caminando un poco mas lejos en el mar, y
vieron a dos hombres mas, también hermanos. Un hermano se llamaba James y el otro se
llamaba Juan. Ellos también eran pescadores. Estaban en la barca de su padre, donde esta-
ban arreglando sus redes de pesca. JesuUs los llamd a seguirle. ;Qué crees que hizo? ;Crees
que lo siguieron también? Si lo hizo! La Biblia nos dice que ellos, dejando al instante la barca
ya su padre, le siguieron. El Sefior Jesucristo tiene una fuerte llamada!

Todo el mundo finge que estan arreglando sus redes de pesca. Ahora les dejé y ejecutar en
su lugar después de Jesus. Buen trabajo. Todo el mundo se siente.

5. ;No es asombroso?! El llamado de nuestro Sefior es tan poderoso que sdlo por El los llama
por nombre, dejandolo todo (su trabajo, su familia, sus amigos - todo ello) y le siguieron.
Desde ese dia, estos hombres eran hombres de Cristo. Eran hombres escogidos por Dios y
designados como pescadores de Cristo. Cuando Cristo los llamé El les dijo que ya no se va a
echar las redes para pescar. El iba a hacerlos pescadores de hombres.

6. Solo Dios tiene ese tipo de poder. ;Puedes hacer eso? ;Qué pasa si alguien que nunca
habia visto antes se acercé a usted vy le dijeron: "Jackson, me sigues?" ;Lo harfas? Usted no lo
haria si no era mas que un hombre normal, pero esto no era un hombre ordinario. Este
hombre era el Hijo de Dios! Cuando el Hijo de Dios, manda que le siguen, ;crees que puedes
decir "No"? No puedes decir "No", y no te quiero!

7. sCudntos de ustedes han estado pescando? ;Cuales son algunas cosas que tienes que
saber para pescar? Usted tiene que saber dénde estan los peces. Usted tiene que saber
como actuar pescado. Tienes que tener una red para atraparlos con. Coémo atrapar peces es
una imagen de cémo Dios atrae a su pueblo a si mismo.

8. ;Cuantos de ustedes han visto una red antes? (Muestre la red o la foto de una atarraya
incluidos). Esta es una red de pesca, también llamada una red de reparto. Es en la forma de
un circulo o un cuadrado, y tiene pequefios pesos distribuidos alrededor de su borde.
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9. Que echaban la red es una habilidad que debe ser aprendida. Alguien tiene que ensefiar
para lanzarlo correctamente para poder pescar. Como se puede ver en esta imagen de la red
estd echada o lanzados a mano, de tal manera que se extienda a toda maquina en el agua y
se hunde. Los peces son capturados como la red es arrastrada hacia adentro Este sencillo
dispositivo ha sido utilizado durante miles de afios. Se trata de una pequefia red, pero en
estas fotos se puede ver que las redes pueden ser muy grandes y se puede utilizar para
coger un monton de pescado.

10. ;Qué sucede después de la red en arrojado al agua? ;Cémo atrapar peces? Lo primero
gue tienes que saber donde estan los peces. A continuacion, echar la red sobre ellos y los
peces nadan en ella, enredarse y no puede salir. El pescador y luego tira de la espalda red en
la orilla 0 en barco y los peces atrapados.

11. El Sefior Jesus les dijo a estos hombres que El iba a ser pescadores de hombres. ;Qué
crees que significa esto? ;Eso significa que El iba a tener que ir donde estan los hombres y
lanzar una red sobre ellos? jNo!
