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Look what | have brought with me this morning -- a tool box. My toolbox is full of useful things.
Many of the tools can be used for building things and some of them are great for mending
things that are broken. This morning | want to tell you a story about tools. | call it, "The Three
Toolboxes."

Once upon a time there was a man who had a construction business. The man had to go
away on a long trip and so he called his three employees together and said, "l have to go on a
long trip and so | am leaving you three in charge. | have put together a tool box for each of
you to use to keep the business going while | am gone."

The man then gave each of his employees a toolbox. The toolboxes contained all the tools
the employees needed to do what the man expected of them, but since the three employees
didn't all have the same abilities, each toolbox was different. To the first employee, he gave a
very large toolbox filled with every tool that you can imagine. To the second employee, he
gave a smaller toolbox, but one that still had a very good assortment of tools. To the third
employee, he gave a very small toolbox with just a few tools, but enough tools for the employ-
ee to do what was expected of him.

The man then left to go on his trip. When he returned, he called his employees together to
see what they had done while he was gone.

The first employee said, "l knew that you had a great love for the homeless people of the
world, so | used the toolbox that you gave me to build homes for the homeless.

"That is great!" said the employer. "You have done so well that | am going to put you in charge
of all new construction for the entire company."

The second employee said, "l knew that you had a great love for the elderly, so | used the
toolbox you gave me to fix up the homes of old people who can no longer do the work
themselves"

"That is wonderfull" said the employer. "You have done such a good job, that | am putting you
in charge of all the repair and maintenance work for the entire company.'

Then he turned to the third employee and asked, "What did you do with the tools that | left for
you?"

"I knew that you are a very demanding boss and that you expect a lot from your employees. |
was afraid that if | used the tools you gave me that one of them might get broken or that |
might lose one of them and make you angry. | put the tools in a very safe place. They were
there all the time you were gone. Look, here they are, just like new."

"What a worthless employee you are! | didn't give you the tools for safekeeping, | gave them
to you to use in my business. You are fired!" Since they had proven that they would make
good use of them, he took the man's toolbox and divided the tools between the other two
employees.

| think this story is a good picture of what God has done in us. He has given each of us tools
to use in building His kingdom. We don't all have the same tools, but God expects us to use
whatever tools He has given to us. If we do, He will give us even more, but if we don't, He may
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take them away and give them to someone who will use them. Listen to the words of Jesus,
"For everyone who has will be given more, and he will have an abundance. Whoever does not
have, even what he has will be taken from him."

Dear Lord, help us to be faithful in using the gifts that you have given to us to help others and
to build up the kingdom. Amen.

No te di las herramientas para que las guardaras en un lugar
seguro. Te las di para que las usaras en mi negocio. jEstas despedido!

Use colorful, thin strips of paper to create a beautiful « Scissors, staplers, rulers, hole punches
flower and use your talents to create other designs.
- Gather 12 strips of long paper and 12 strips of - Lots of 2 inch strips of colorful paper (consider
short paper using solid and printed patterns such as
. Hold a long and short piece together at both scrapbooking paper)
ends, bend ends together forming a large . String
teardrop shape with a small teardrop shape inside . Clear tape
. Staple at the base . Glue
- Make 12 teardrops « White copy paper

- Form a flower by lining up the teardrops side by

side in a circular fashion with the ends pointing
toward the middle

« Connect the teardrops together at the fat sides
with tape, glue or staples

« Hang with string

« Use the paper strips to create other designs

- Twist paper strips around a pencil and make
something creative with the swirls

« Glue strips to white paper and make a picture
« Weave the strips together

- Pre-cut paper strips
- Pre-glue teardrop shapes in multiple sizes
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e GAME -
A blindfolded player listens carefully to identify - Noisy object(s) such as maraca, bottle of pebbles,
where the rattlesnake is. tambourine

« The group sits down in a circle.

« One person is chosen to be "it". Blindfold the youth and spin them in circles.

- Hand one other person in the circle something that they shake to make noise (ie. maraca, bottle of pebbles,
tambourine). It works best if you have something that is hard to pass on without making noise.

« The students really have to pay attention. Once the blindfolded youth is done spinning, the leader will call
out "rattlesnake"

- Whoever has the shaker must give one shake and then pass the shaker off to someone else. The shaker will

continue to be passed around the circle. The youth leader should continue to call rattlesnake more often
until the blindfolded youth can catch the rattlesnake.

« Whoever was caught will be the next one blindfolded.
. Optional — if the group is large, consider splitting it into several smaller groups of 12-15 kids.
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
