DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

« This story is full of miracles, how many can you name? (The Angel talking to Philip, the
Holy Spirit talking to Philip, the arrival of Philip at the exact time the Treasurer was
reading about Jesus, the Spirit taking Philip away)

« This story is a good reminder that God knows where we are in our faith. He knows what
we understand and don’t understand. When we try to keep learning He will help us
to understand.

« Are there things you don’t understand about being a Christian?

+  Where can you find answers to your questions?

- Tell the account of Philip teacing the gospel to the Ethiopian in simple story form or read it
from a children’s bible.

- Ask 2-3 of the simpler discussion questions.
